FROM THE RABBI

PRAYER—GOOD FOR THE SOUL, GOOD FOR THE PEOPLE

This bulletin contains the highlights for the months of Shevat and Adar. Holidays fall in the middle
of both months. The Fifteenth of Shevat or Tu B'Shevat is the Jewish Arbor Day or the “Birthday of
the Trees”. And the fourteenth (Purim) and fifteenth (Shushan Purim) are the days we remember a
catastrophe that almost took place in ancient Persia.

A prominent story is told each year on Tu B'Shevat. A wonderful and holy man known as Choni
HaMagol, Choni the Circle Maker, was known for his devoutness in prayer. He was so great, the
?" Talmud tells us in the Aggadata, that when he prayed he would draw himself into a circle and
would say to G-d: “I will not move from this place, O L-rd, until my prayer is answered!” Thus we
see the great power of prayer, when petitioned with purity of meaning.

In the story of Purim, we read each year of the assimilation of the Jews of Persia. So great is their desire to become
citizens of the Empire, they place decrees and laws which were the antithesis of Torah belief ahead of their desire to be
loyal to the G-d of Israel. It is only after, Haman, the Evil, plots the annihilation of the Jewish people in all provinces of
Persia and Media from India to Ethopia, do the Jewish people realize their true heritage and return to it.

What changes the outcome of the Purim story? Like Choni’s specialty—it is prayer. Esther, as you recall, sends a
message to Mordechai asking all of the Jewish nation—in all of the provinces—to fast and to pray that such a terrible
and horrific massacre will not take place.

Many times | have heard disparaging and/or even sarcastic comments regarding prayer in general and minyan
attendance in particular as being non-helpful. There are those who do not realize that doing a favor and helping with the
minyan is a small part of what we do.

Prayers to HaShem work. That is our means of communication, better than the telephone, computer or FAX. Perhaps
we don't realize it. Yes, sometimes we don’t get the “answer” or “outcome” we want. But perhaps it is the outcome we
need.

So pray. And come pray with us. Our minyan is calling to you. In numbers there is strength, our rabbis tell us.

We pray for a good year agriculturally for Israel and our nation and the world. We pray for the safety of our people
everywhere. And we pray for peace, understanding and kindness among people and nations throughout the world.

And at this time we pray that the people of Haiti will be assisted in every way possible, including our financial aide.
HAPPY TU B’SHEVAT and a Freilichen PURIM!

FROM THE PRESIDENT

This is the February/March 2010 issue of the Hashomer, and these will be very busy months at Etz Chayim.
But before | talk about the busy religious and social calendar for the upcoming two months, | want to say a few
words about two very important issues that the Board has been working on in the past few months.

As Rabbi Garsek noted in his letter to the congregation in December, for personal reasons he approached the Board to discuss
an early partial retirement. This arrangement will allow the Rabbi and Sara to have extended visits with their children and
grandchildren. The Rabbi’s plan is to work part-time, 75% of the time, and take essentially 3 months retirement. In the short
amount of time that the Rabbi is away, the Board has arranged for his responsibilities to be fulfilled by Cantor Rubin, with the
help of the gabboyim and members of our congregation. We owe a debt of gratitude to Cantor Rubin, the gabboyim, and to the
members of our congregation who are fulfilling additional responsibilities during these times. | think this early partial retirement
plan will actually increase the Rabbi’s longevity with us because it will give him breaks from the daily stressors associated with
his difficult work. G-d willing, the Rabbi will be our rabbi for many years to come and he will continue to provide the sensitive,
spiritual leadership that makes our shul so hamish—and our Toledo Jewish community so unique. At the same time, we would
be remiss if we did not begin discussions about our future—to brainstorm what the future will look like for Etz Chayim and the
Toledo Jewish community more generally in a few years, in 5 years, in 10 years, etc. So, starting this month, | have asked Bob
Berkowitz, as Vice President for Personnel, to convene a committee with members of the Executive and Personnel Committees
to address issues related to our long-term future (e.g., clergy and staff needs, space and physical facility needs). This is not a
task that should sound alarming to anyone; we have had long-range planning committees in the past. All viable organizations
engage in long-term planning. It is challenging, but it is healthy. So, feel free to talk to me or Bobby with your ideas—no matter
how general or specific they may be.

| can also provide a brief update about the Yeshiva. The Board wants to be proactive in understanding plans for the

Yeshiva’'s future. | met with the Yeshiva rabbis last month and they informed me that they are actively looking to relocate to the
Detroit area next year. Currently, every day the rabbis send their children by personal van to schools in the Detroit area, so being
in that community would obviously be much more convenient for their families. But finding adequate space for a Yeshiva,
dormitory space for the boys, and housing for the rabbis might present challenges. The rabbis have asked if we can be flexible
regarding potential needs for next year should they be unable to secure an alternative location in the Detroit area. The Board will
be discussing this issue in the upcoming months.

Before moving to the calendar of upcoming events, | want to encourage the men of our congregation to help out on our daily
minyanim. Even though it is winter and some members may be out of town to escape the cold weather, we have more than
enough gentlemen who can contribute to the mitzvah of making our minyanim. Cantor Rubin has made numerous appeals to
reach out to ask congregants to commit to one day a week when they can be a “regular.” | know it is uncomfortable for the cantor
to continually ask for your help, but | want to add my voice of encouragement because even on my regular day | have seen our
attendance sometimes slip below 10, which prevents congregants from saying Kaddish or observing a Yahrzeit. You will feel part
of an important group. Please commit to becoming a part of our daily minyanim, even if only for one day a week.

February will be a busy time at Etz Chayim. We begin the celebration of Purim on Saturday evening, February 27", with the
Megillah Reading. The Sunday School Purim Party is on Sunday the 28" at B'Nai Israel. For Purim, please also remember to
support our Sisterhood’s Shaloch Manos Purim Fundraiser. And, Hamantaschen will be sold by the Shul again this year! Also in
February, Megan Singer will become Bat Mitzvah on Sunday, February 14; and Jared Grunberg will become Bar Mitzvah on
Saturday, February 20, so please plan to attend those services and wish Megan, Jared, and their families a hearty Mazel Tov.

March is also a busy month. The annual Men'’s Club Kishka Dinner, with Toledo Mayor Mike Bell as the featured speaker, will be
held on Wednesday, March 3 at 6:00 pm. The Book Club meets on March 15" at 1pm. And at the end of March, we celebrate
Pesach: the Sunday School Model Seder is on March 28", and the First Seder is on Monday evening, March 29™.
