FROM THE RABBI

Fast Days and Football

This year the tenth day of Tevet falls on January 1, 2015. This day of fasting on the Jewish calendar commemorates the
arrival of the Babylonian army in Israel, ultimately resulting in the destruction of the first Beit Hamikdash. January 1, on
the other hand, is full of parades, pageantry, and of course, college football.

The Fast of Tevet is a day fast, beginning with dawn and ending with nightfall. In this part of the world it is the shortest of
the fasts, taking place very near the winter solstice. We do not eat or drink on this day; we recited Selichot, special
prayers of supplication, and we read the Torah. Unlike Tisha B’Av or Yom Kippur, however, there are no other specific
prohibitions attached to the day. The Rabbis though do encourage us to temper our behavior in light of the day and its
history.

January 1 has become a great part of Americana, with the Tournament of Roses Parade and numerous college football
bowl games. It used to be that the college football championship was decided on January 1, but in recent years that has
been moved. Even so, there is still no shortage of bowl pomp and circumstance on this day.

As an American Modern Orthodox Community, we take from both parts of that heritage. We must never forget to mourn
the destruction of our Beit Hamikdash and continue to pray for its rebuilding. We must also give thanks for the great
religious freedom granted us by the United States. In the process we may also come to enjoy the American
commemoration of January 1.

May we continue to be free to live as Jews as well as Americans.
