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With the passing of Tisha B’Av comes the realization that Rosh Hashana is only seven 
weeks away. Rosh Hashana of course represents a new year on the Jewish calendar and 
a time of introspection. Once again we take stock in ourselves to see where and how we 
can improve. 
 

When the Shulchan Aruch (Code of Jewish Law) speaks of preparing for the new year, it starts with the month of Elul, 
which begins three weeks after Tisha B’Av. In this month preceding Rosh Hashana we blow the shofar and recite spe-
cial Psalms. When it comes to bringing ourselves closer to Hashem, however, there is never a wrong or bad time. Im-
proving ourselves spiritually is always a good idea. 
 
Beginning with the Shabbat after Tisha B’Av we read a series of seven Haftarot which ends with the week before Rosh 
Hashana. The message of all of these is uniform. No matter what we endure, Hashem is there and desires our service. 
By bringing ourselves closer to Him we receive comfort, consolation, and the ability to meet the next challenge. 
 
May this season be one of repentance and return to Hashem, so we can all greet 5778 with joy and excitement.
