Reflecting on a Year of Mourning

As | sit down to write this, | find myself looking back at the year that has just about passed since
my father, Of Blessed Memory, passed away. So much has happened that on some level it feels
like an eternity. On the other hand, | can still feel his last embrace as if it happened yesterday.

Interestingly for me, the end of my mourning period coincides with a period of national mourning, which occurs during
the Omer. In fact, my personal mourning and its customs get extended by a few days because of the Omer. The year
for my father ends at Pesach Sheni (the second Passover). This was the day reserved for those who could not bring
the Passover sacrifice on Passover due to impurity. This falls on the calendar four days before Lag B’'Omer, the
traditional end of the thirty-three days of mourning during the Omer.

So now my family returns to its regularly scheduled life. Normal has a new meaning. The value of family is amplified.
My father and his influence on all of us will never disappear. It just comes now in a different form. When the unveiling
is scheduled I will let everyone know.

May we only share happiness from now on.
